We met with the chaplain and 
his team for nearly  2 hours and answered all their questions about the Family Integrity Training 
program. By the time you read this the training may be taking place at Taylor CI. Praise the Lord.
 
On July 23 our team left Lakeland at 5 AM and traveled to Starke  
Northside Baptist for a day of training. There were chaplains from all across the area. Eleven 
total.  The regional chaplain set things up for us. Fred, Dale and I started 8 AM with the class. 
All the students were already there.  I had been praying for some time for the North Florida area 
east of I-75.  We had never been able to break into that area. It really happened on July 23, praise 
God! Indeed God is moving across our state. I believe in my lifetime I will see our curriculum 
in all Florida state prisons. In the last 10 years our training teams have trained about 1100. Only 
about 100 of them are going into the prison and training men and women. Please help us pray for 
people to help us get this instruction inside the prisons.
